
ENG 235- Loop Writing as a Generative Strategy for Proposal Writing
Using the “Loop Writing” Exercise as a generative strategy, please answer the following in free-write form, creating approximately a one page. 

Answer the following in “free-writing” form. You can list, brainstorm, whatever, but just make sure after doing so you end up with a minimum of 1 page of your thoughts. At this point, I’m less concerned with organization as I am with finding possible ideas to pursue and develop further. 

Pre-Loop Writing Rant or Public Sustainability Issue Grievance Free-write:
· Think about something you’d like to rant about from your everyday life as it relates the term “sustainability.” What does that term even provoke for you? List one of your interests and then the word sustainability next to it. (Snowboarding + Sustainability). What comes to mind? What’s wrong with what’s happening? What should be changed? Why? Who is affected by the issue/problem?
Loop Writing Prompts: 
Adapted from Peter Elbow and Pat Belanoff’s, Being a Writer
Create an exhausting list answer the four prompts below:

· What communities do you belong to or care about? List as many as possible (this includes things like church, sports, etc.).
· What sorts of identities or labels would you claim? (waiter, teacher, single-mother, etc.)
· What do you spend most of your “free-time” doing or giving “attention” to?
· What areas of study are you considering right now? Do any controversies or issues exist in that field or discipline?
Examining your writing from the above, please do the following:

· Rank your ideas of most interesting to least. (1= most interesting; 5= being least)
· Select your top three ideas. 
For each of the top three ideas: 
· List all your biases, prejudices, beliefs, or values that give you the view you have on your topic/idea. 
· In a short free-write or paragraph, hypothesize why do you hold that view/belief or set of values?
· What stories (from testimony of people or news, or folklore) have you heard about your topics? Describe or try to recall where you heard them.
· What lies, sayings, clichés, or errors have you heard about your top three topics? How are they wrong or flawed? Respond with your thoughts about this.
Select one of those top three ideas to respond to for the next imagine prompts below:
· Imagine two people’s dialogue about your one of your topic ideas. What would they say about it? What ways do their opinions differ and why do you think they do differ?
· Imagine for each of your top three topic ideas at least two different audiences. List who they are by mapping them out. How would their responses vary? By geographical region, culture, religion, age, gender race, education, etc?
· Imagine for one of your topics a response to the concept from a different time or generation. How does this change your ideas or critique? (For example, how might someone from one generation differ in their critique about technology, for example, versus another?) Try to imagine what they would value or say differently. 
After you have finished drafting responses to this, remember to allow yourself to be open to digressions or other possibilities of your topic. Feel free to ask real people questions about your topic ideas over the week and see how they respond. You may also want to look at current events or news to get ideas. I’m hoping this sparks some ideas for your group proposals. 

Post Loop-writing Focused Free-write:
· Take some time to consider what you have written today and have shared with others in the class. In a few paragraphs that you will include in your typed version of this exercise, tell me a few proposal ideas you could possibly persuade others to take up. Part of doing so is to identify an issue or problem or need in a community you are interested in or care about. Describe the rhetorical situation of the issue/problem/need using the “Rhetorical Situation and Kairos” link as an outline. If the organization exists, feel free to provide a weblink.
