	Processes and Revision
· Significant conceptual revisions between “communication objectives” planning and subsequent drafts. 
	
	
	
	
	

	Topic development
· Selected a feasible, doable proposal topic that was focused. Not too broad.
· Attempts to address a specific community need in the context of a sustainability issue. 
	
	
	
	
	

	Persuasion
· Develops a strong, proposal thesis/claim.
· Proposal takes into account any potential rebuttals or counter-arguments to proposal revealing the complexity of problem identified. 
	
	
	
	
	

	Evidence
· Connects evidence from research to developing claims for why the proposal is doable and worthy to support and fund because it adheres to “triple bottom line” and adheres to sustainability’s core values. 
· Takes the time to analyze and consider potential gaps and/or assumptions, rather than simply let the evidence speak for itself. Applies forensics or “policy”/practices rhetorics for persuasion. (Anticipatory competency) 
· Offers a systems analysis in their research of the group’s proposal sustainability problem identified. 

	
	
	
	
	

	Organization 
· To what degree does the proposal attempt to connect and link (flow) ideas in a logical manner between Ch. 23 required sections /paragraphs rather than having seemingly unconnected reasoning (logos) and ideology?
· Information is reader-centered in all components of project?
	
	
	
	
	

	Voice- (ethos)
· Has the writer/group of writers attempted to construct a purposeful “voice” or perspective from which they are proposing from?
· Is there a clear target audience that considers the variety of stakeholders?
· Media piece- does it accomplish its communication objectives most compatible with its medium and purpose?
· Is the Media piece “reader centered” in design, making it easy for the reader to access information?
· Does the Press Release, Proposal Intro, Media piece, and Presentation convey a clear organizational mission and identity (ethos)?
